My role in Cherwell District Council

I have had a change of roles this year, serving as Vice Chairman of the Overview & Scrutiny Committee and on the Personnel Committee.

I am an Alternate member of a number of other council committees and am occasionally asked to serve as a substitute for a regular member who cannot attend.

My own Group re-elected me as its Chairman in April 2009.  This involves chairing meetings of the Group and being available to sort out issues within the Group.

Cherwell set a standstill Council Tax this year.  You will know we have re-built the Spiceball Sports Centre and we still have a large capital programme.
My Ward

My ward consists of Bloxham, Bodicote and Milcombe.  Each has a Parish Council which I try to attend as often as possible.  

I have case work like all elected members.  The larger villages in my patch have ongoing worries about the planning process and the government’s constant drive to plan for more and more houses, regardless of the environmental impact.  Milcombe is lucky, being a Category Two settlement, it is largely exempt from the pressures applied to larger villages.

The main area for casework in Milcombe has been housing-related issues and issues around vandalism, apparently by youngsters.
